Paul, together with his life partner Trupti Jain, has spent more than 

one and half decades in enabling community in improving the Bhungroo system which now benefits more than 100000 

farmers in India. Bhungroo is winner of Climate Change Mitigation award from United Nations Framework 

Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) 2014. Paul is an Ashoka Fellow and has won multiple awards and 

recognition for his work. He was awarded with prestigious Rockefeller Foundation Centennial Innovation Challenge 

Award in 2013. In 2016, he has been recognized as the best social enterprise leader and was awarded with 

Syngenta Agriculture Social Enterprise Award for Best Use of Technology and Innovation. He has also been felicitated
