RESOLUTION

No. Y-11015/5/2020-LP—Government of India has decided to establish Pharmacopoeia Commission for Indian
Medicine & Homoeopathy (PCIM&H) as a subordinate office by merging Pharmacopoeia Laboratory for Indian Medicine
(PLIM), Ghaziabad and Homoeopathic Pharmacopoeia Laboratory (HPL), Ghaziabad both subordinate offices and
Pharmacopoeia Commission for Indian Medicine & Homoeopathy, Ghaziabad, an autonomous organization under Ministry
of AYUSH. PLIM & HPL being the subordinate offices and PCIM&H an autonomous organization under Ministry of
AYUSH stands wound up and merged to establish PCIM&H as a subordinate office under Ministry of AYUSH with a
common administrative control.

2. The merger is aimed at optimizing the use of infrastructural facilities, technical manpower and financial resources
of the three organizations for enhancing the standardization outcomes of Ayurveda, Siddha, Unani and Homoeopathy drugs
towards their effective regulation and quality control. This merger will facilitate focused and cohesive development of
standards of AYUSH drugs and publication of pharmacopoeias and formularies.

3. Legal status for testing of Auyrveda, Siddha, Unani and Homoeopathy drugs as appellate laboratory will be
accorded to Pharmacopoeia Commission for Indian Medicine & Homoeopathy (PCIM&H), a subordinate office under
Ministry of AYUSH by making necessary amendments and enabling provisions in the Drugs & Cosmetics Rules, 1945 in
consultation with ASUDTAB for Ayurveda, Siddha and Unani Drugs and DTAB for Homoeopathy by following stipulated
procedure.

4. All assets including land, buildings, equipment, existing sanctioned posts and regular employees of
Pharmacopoeia Laboratory for Indian Medicine (PLIM), Homoeopathic Pharmacopoeia Laboratory (HPL) both subordinate
offices and Pharmacopoeia Commission for Indian Medicine & Homoeopathy an autonomous organization under the aegis
Ministry of AYUSH will be transferred to Pharmacopoeia Commission for Indian Medicine & Homoeopathy (PCIM&H), a
subordinate office under Ministry of AYUSH “as is where is basis. The existing regular employees of PCIM&H (an
autonomous organisation) shall be given the status of central government employees in the established Pharmacopoeia
Commission for Indian Medicine & Homoeopathy (PCIM&H) a subordinate office under the Ministry of AYUSH. No any
extra service benefits especially pension/ Provident Fund etc. will be given to these employees which are not admissible. The
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post-merger re-alignment of the posts and hierarchical structure shall be undertaken in accordance with Department of
Personnel Training guidelines and other extant guidelines in terms of nomenclature, pay-scale, pay-level and corresponding
recruitment rules. No upgraded or higher scales will be given in any case.

5. Post-merger PCIM&H will have adequate administrative structure under the Ministry to strive for augmenting the
capacity and outcomes of pharmacopoieal work, achieving harmonization of pharmacopoeial standards of Ayurveda, Siddha,

Unani and Homoeopathy drugs, preventing duplication and overlapping of drug standardization work and optimal utilization
of resources in effective manner.
